Pyrotechnician in possession of cutrent license. Fire department contacted with permit issued.

When using foggers used water based for interior shots. Keep available MSDS Sheet.

Scuba, certified instructor, certified safety divers, knowledgeable on this locations underwater scenes.
Set medic or ambulance required for this shot.
